Whereas Lessor, Kiwanis Club of Norfolk Morning, hereinafter referred to as the “Lessor " owns the Norfolk Morning Kiwanis Concession Trailer at Norfolk, Nebraska and WHEREAS the Lessee, the above named Vendor, hereinafter referred to as the "VENDOR", desires to rent the Concession Trailer;

NOW, THEREFORE, Lessor and VENDOR in consideration of the mutual undertakings contained herein, and intending to be legally bound, do hereby agree as follows:

1.  APPLICATION APPROVAL

VENDOR agrees that this application is subject to approval and acceptance by the Lessor, and the terms of which shall not constitute an agreement for the lease of concession trailer until approval and acceptance by the Lessor.

2. CONSIDERATION

In consideration of its agreement to rent said concession trailer to VENDOR, VENDOR agrees to pay rental in-full to Lessor as per the conditions stated on this lease.  

3.  PERIOD COVERED

VENDOR shall be allowed to pick up concession trailer no earlier than the evening prior to the day of the event the concession trailer is rented for, and returned by noon following the last day of the date rented, unless other arrangements are made. Concession Trailer will be cleaned and ready for inspection when returned. A $50.00 cleanup/damage deposit will be made before the taking of concession trailer. If concession trailer is not cleaned, or it has been damaged, when returned, all deposit monies will be forfeited. If damage exceeds deposit it will be due and owed by vendor. The Lessor reserves the right to rent the Concession Trailer if not picked up, or contacted by the Vender by 9:00 AM the morning of the rental agreement. The VENDOR shall forfeit to the Lessor all money paid.

4.  LICENSES AND PERMITS

VENDOR agrees to procure at its expense all necessary state, county, and municipal licenses which are required for its possession or use of the Concession Trailer.  Food operations will fall under the jurisdiction of the Board of Health.  An inspection will be held and a permit issued by that office.  Further inspections for quality of food operations may be made by the office.  The responsibility for proper food service is that of the VENDOR.  It is the responsibility of the VENDOR to be knowledgeable of information regarding proper food preparation and handling, and equipment necessary to pass inspection. The fee required for health inspection will be paid by the VENDOR.  NO REFUNDS WILL BE MADE TO ANY VENDOR WHO FAILS TO ACQUIRE THE NECESSARY LICENSES AND PERMITS.

5.  INSPECTIONS

The Lessor reserves the right to inspect any food concession AT ANY TIME WITHOUT NOTICE AND WITHOUT SEEKING CONSENT, for quality of food operations and for determining compliance with the provisions of this lease.

6.  TRASH AND LITTER

VENDOR will be required to dispose of all trash and not leave in Concession Trailer. VENDOR shall be required to maintain Concession Trailer free of all garbage and litter.

7.  RIGHT TO FINAL Concession Trailer ASSIGNMENT

The Lessor reserves the right to make final decision on the use of The Concession Trailer to assure the interests of the Lessor are best served.  If at any time in the opinion of the Lessor, the VENDOR is found to be detrimental to the interest of the Lessor, the VENDOR shall relinquish the rental use of The Concession Trailer on demand and at the discretion of the Lessor.

8.  FAILURE OF VENDOR TO USE CONCESSION TRAILER

If VENDOR does not actually use the Concession Trailer and does not notify Lessor, as stated in this contract, it is agreed that no portion of the rental already paid will be returned.

9. SECURITY

The Lessor does not accept any responsibility for any merchandise and/or VENDOR'S property.  It is the responsibility of the VENDOR to make sure his/her equipment, merchandise and other personal belongings are completely covered and secured. 

10.  EQUIPMENT PROVIDED

The Lessor will provide The Concession Trailer only. All other necessary equipment must be provided by the VENDOR.       

11.  LIMITATIONS

The use of the Concession Trailer for the sale of beverages containing alcohol is prohibited.  Pepsi will be the sole distributor of all pop products. VENDOR is prohibited from selling items The Lessor considers obscene or damaging to The Lessor’s Image, and from selling any and all smoking paraphernalia or tobacco products.

12.  SUB-LEASE FORBIDDEN

VENDOR agrees that it will not submit or assign the use of the Concession Trailer.  

13.  INSURANCE

(a) VENDOR shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor from and against any and all costs, expenses (including reasonable attorney's fees), liabilities, losses, damages, suits, actions, fines, penalties, claims or demands of any kind and asserted by or on behalf of any person or governmental authority, arising out of or in any way connected with, and Lessor shall not be liable to Lessee on account of, (i) any failure by Lessee to perform any of the terms, covenants or conditions of this Lease required to be performed by VENDOR, (ii) any failure by VENDOR to comply with any statutes, ordinances, regulations or orders of any governmental authority, or (iii) any accident, death or personal injury, or damage to or loss or theft of property, which shall occur in or about the Leased equipment and Leased subject.

(b) During the term of this Lease, VENDOR shall obtain and promptly pay all premiums for general public liability insurance against claims for personal injury, death or property damage occurring upon, in or about the Leased subject matter, such insurance to afford protection in an amount of not less than $1,000,000 with respect to injury or death to a single person and an amount of not less than $2,000,000 with respect to any one accident, and for damage to property in an amount of not less than $1,000,000 made by, or on behalf of, any person or person, firm or corporation arising from, related to or connected with the Leased subject matter, and with such insurance company or companies as shall be satisfactory to Lessor. On or before the commencement date of the term of this Lease, VENDOR shall provide copies of policies or certificates of insurance evidencing coverage required by this Lease; these policies shall name the Lessor as additional named insured parties.
14.  INDEMNIFICATION

VENDOR agrees to hold the Norfolk Morning Kiwanis and their officers, directors, employees and agents harmless, and to indemnify them from any claims, actions, suits or demands, which result or arise out of the Lessor or the VENDOR'S ownership, maintenance or use of the concession trailer described in this lease.  Further, VENDOR covenants and agrees that it will make no claims and assert no actions against the Norfolk Morning Kiwanis and their officers, directors, employees and agents for bodily injury to any person, or the death thereof, or for injury or theft, destruction of property belonging to the VENDOR or of others where such injury, death, theft or destruction arises out of its ownership, use or maintenance of the concession trailer described in this lease.

15.  RIGHT TO CLOSE FOR VIOLATIONS

For the violation of the terms of this lease, the Lessor shall have the right to declare this contract VOID, and close the concession trailer without recourse.

16.  NON-WAIVER OR PROVISIONS

The failure of the Lessor to insist, in any one or more instances, upon the strict performance of the covenants of the lease or to exercise any option contained herein, shall not be construed as a waiver or the relinquishment of such covenant or option in the future, but the same shall continue and remain in full force and effect.  The receipt by Lessor of rent shall with knowledge of any breach of any covenant hereinafter be deemed a waiver of such breach and no waiver by the Lessor of any provision hereof shall be deemed to have been made unless expressed in writing and signed by the Lessor.

17.  VENDOR TO PAY COST OF COLLECTIONS

VENDOR agrees to pay the Lessor all expenses that it incurs in connection with the collection of any sum due hereunder, including reasonable attorney's fees.

18.  LIEN CREATED FOR MONEY OWED

Lessor shall have the right to retain all property belonging to VENDOR that is in concession trailer in order to secure the payment of all sums of money due. Further VENDOR agrees that the Lessor may sell or otherwise dispose, either at public or private proceedings without notice to VENDOR, any such property for the purpose of satisfying any indebtedness due.

19.  NO AGREEMENTS OTHER THAN CONTAINED HEREIN

No understanding or agreement exists except that which is specified in this lease and that it cannot be cancelled except by mutual agreement, executed in writing.

20.  CANCELLATION

This lease is subject to cancellation without further notice and without refund if total payment is not received in full by the due date. The Lessor reserves the right to reassign the above concession trailer at its sole discretion. Once the full lease amount is paid, the VENDOR shall have the right to cancel this lease 48 hours prior to the day of rental, and receive all monies paid up to that time.  Cancellation after this time will result in loss of all monies paid.
